« Four million Massachusetts residents received their primary, medical health insurance
coverage through private commercial insurance from December 2013 to March 2016. « MA APCD Programming Code

o Enroliment in individual Qualified Health Plans through the Massachusetts Health
Connector surpassed 208,000 members—the highest level since the redesigned health
insurance exchange opened in 2014. Total Massachusetts Enrollment

« In March 2016 approximately 1.3 million Massachusetts residents relied on MassHealth for
their primary, medical care. MassHealth provided support to another 546,000 residents
to obtain primary coverage through other sources such as Medicare or employer-
sponsored insurance or by providing partial coverage to otherwise ineligible populations.
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The accompanying databook has additional information and population breakouts
—including gender, age group, and county-not included in the main report. The report is
also accompanied by a technical appendix and MA APCD programming code. A new
