The Center for Health Information and Analysis (Center) isissuing this Administrative Bulletinin
accordance with 957 CMR 4.05(1) to notify Providers, as defined in 957 CMR 4.02, of the updatesto the
quality measuresin the Standard Quality Measure Set (SQMS).

The changes to the SQM S outlined bel ow were recommended to the Center by the Statewide Quality
Advisory Committee (SQAC) on October 20, 2014. Pursuant to M.G.L. c. 12C, § 14, the SQAC is
required to make its recommendation of SQM S measures to the Center annually, on or before November
1

The SQAC’s 2014 recommendation added twenty-nine measures to and removed two measures from the
SQMS. The two measures that were removed are:

1. Angiotensin converting enzyme inhibitor (ACEI) or angiotensin receptor blocker (ARB) for left
ventricular systolic dysfunction (LVSD) (HF-3)

2. Blood cultures performed in the emergency department prior to initial antibiotic received in
hospital (PN 3b)

The Center will continue to notify Providers of changes to the SQMS by Administrative Bulletin, as
necessary. Until further notice, Providers are not required to submit data for these measures to the Center.
