Central Massachusetts

Athol Hospital is a non-profit community-High Public Payer (HPP) hospital located in the Central Massachusetts region. It is the second smallest acute hospital in 
Massachusetts, with 21 staffed beds. It is a member of Heywood Healthcare and is designated by the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) as one of 
three Critical Access Hospitals (CAH) in Massachusetts. Inpatient discharges increased by 0.2% for the hospital between FY16 and FY20, compared to a median 
decrease of 7.6% for its peer cohort. Athol Hospital has reported positive total margins each year since FY16, including a total margin of 5.4% in FY20, above the 
cohort median of 4.0%.
