Cape and Islands

Cape Cod Hospital is a non-profit community-High Public Payer (HPP) hospital located in the Cape and Islands region. It is among the larger acute hospitals in 
Massachusetts and is a member of Cape Cod Healthcare. Between FY16 and FY20, inpatient discharges at the hospital have remained constant, compared with a 
median decrease of 7.6% among cohort hospitals. In the same period, outpatient visits decreased by 23.6%, compared to a 15.2% median decrease amongst its 
cohort. Cape Cod Hospital reported a profit of $27.6M in FY20 and a total margin of 4.7% compared to the median of 4.0% at its cohort hospitals.
