Brigham and Women’s Faulkner Hospital is a non-profit community hospital located in the Metro Boston region. It is a mid-size acute hospital and a member of 
Mass General Brigham. Between FY16 and FY20, the volume of inpatient discharges at the hospital decreased by 4.9% compared to a median decrease of 6.4% at 
cohort hospitals. Outpatient visits decreased 15.0% for the hospital between FY16 and FY20, compared to a median decrease of 6.3% for its peer cohort. The 
hospital has reported a profit in each of the last five years.  In FY20 it had a total margin of 6.7%, above the 4.8% median of its cohort hospitals.
