Holyoke Medical Center is a mid-size, non-profit community-High Public Payer (HPP) hospital located in the Western Massachusetts region. Between FY16 and 
FY20, the volume of inpatient discharges at the hospital decreased by 14.0% compared to a median decrease of 7.6% at cohort hospitals. Outpatient visits 
increased 25.1% for the hospital between FY16 and FY20, compared to a median decrease of 15.2% for its peer cohort. Holyoke Medical Center has reported a 
profit in each year of the past five years. In FY20 its total margin of 9.5% was greater than its peer cohort median of 4.0%.
