Tufts Medical Center is a large, non-profit academic medical center (AMC) located in the Metro Boston region. Tufts Medical Center is a teaching hospital of Tufts 
University School of Medicine and includes the Tufts Children's Hospital, which is located within the Tufts Medical Center complex. Tufts Medical Center is one of 
nine organ transplant centers in Massachusetts and is a member of Wellforce. Outpatient visits decreased by 23.1% between FY16 and FY20, compared with the 
cohort median decrease of 16.2%. Tufts Medical Center reported a profit of $38.2M in FY20 and a total margin of 3.7% compared to the median of 4.2% among 
AMCs.
