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Introduction

This technical appendix provides details on the methodology used for the report, Massachusetts Acute Care Hospital
Inpatient Discharge Data: FFY 2016 to 2021, released by the Massachusetts Center for Health Information and
Analysis (CHIA) in December 2022. This appendix describes the main characteristics of Massachusetts acute care
hospitals, as well as details on several of the calculated measures, data categorizations, and groupings used in the
report.

Data Source

For this report, the Hospital Inpatient Discharge Database (HIDD) of CHIA’s Acute Hospital Case Mix Databases was
used as the source dataset. This case mix discharge dataset is a visit-level file including patient socio-demographics,
diagnostic information, treatment and service information, and hospital charges. The data are submitted to CHIA
quarterly by all Massachusetts acute care hospitals and undergo a cleaning and verification process at CHIA that
includes the feedback of verification reports to hospitals for confirmation of their information. Once quarterly data
have been processed and verified, CHIA produces and makes available annual files. For general information about
CHIA’s Case Mix Data, including an overview of the Hospital Inpatient Discharge Database (HIDD) and other Case
Mix databases, please see the Overview of the Massachusetts Acute Hospital Case Mix Databases and additional
information about the Case Mix data on CHIA’s website.

Hospital Characteristics
Hospital Cohort

Hospitals are assigned to one of five mutually exclusive groups of similar hospitals: academic medical centers
(AMCs), teaching hospitals, community-High Public Payer (HPP) hospitals, other community hospitals, and specialty
hospitals.

m  Academic Medical Centers (AMCs) are characterized by extensive research and teaching programs,
comprehensive resources for tertiary and quaternary care, being principal teaching hospitals for their
respective medical schools, and being full-service hospitals with case mix intensity greater than 5% above
the statewide average.

B Teaching hospitals are hospitals that report at least 25 full-time equivalent medical school residents per one
hundred inpatient beds in accordance with the Medicare Payment Advisory Commission (MedPAC) and are
not classified as AMCs.

m  Community-High Public Payer (HPP) hospitals are hospitals that do not meet the MedPAC definition to be
classified as teaching hospitals and have 63% or greater of Gross Patient Service Revenue (GPSR)
attributable to Medicare, MassHealth, and other government payers, including the Health Safety Net.

m  Community hospitals are hospitals that do not meet the MedPAC definition to be classified as teaching
hospitals and have a public payer mix of less than 63%.

B Specialty hospitals are hospitals that serve unique patient populations or provide unique sets of services.

High Public Payer Hospitals

A hospital is classified as HPP if 63% or greater of its GPSR come from public or government payers such as
Medicare, MassHealth or other government payers, as determined by the Executive Office of Health and Human
Services (EOHHS) based on the hospital's Massachusetts Hospital Cost Report. Not all hospitals defined as HPP are
Community-HPP; some non-Community hospitals are classified as HPP, but this distinction is not made in the cohort
classification.

For slides related to hospital characteristics only, including hospital cohort, system affiliation and HPP status, and
field hospitals, were excluded from the analysis. There were 396 field hospital discharges in FFY 2020 and 22 in FFY
2021 associated with field hospitals.

Calculated Measures
Age

Patient age in years was calculated from the date of the inpatient admission and the patient date of birth. Discharges
were suppressed from the report if the date of birth was missing or invalid, or if the calculated age exceeded 115
years. The number of discharges missing data was 8 in FFY 2016, 18 in FFY 2017, 16 in FFY 2018, 17 in FFY 2019,
8 in FFY 2020 and 22 in FFY 2021.

Length of Stay and Inpatient Days

Length of stay (LOS) is calculated by subtracting the admission date from the discharge date. Stays for which the
admission and discharge dates were the same would be coded as having a length of stay of 0 days. Average length
of stay (ALOS) is an aggregate measure of the mean LOS within a certain category or group. Inpatient days is an
aggregate measure of the sum of the LOS, or the days of care associated with a discharge within a category or
group. No outliers were removed when calculating the length of stay. The number of discharges with missing length
of stay due to missing date of admission or discharge was 11 in FFY 2016, 17 in FFY 2017, 5in FFY 2018, 8 in FFY
2019, 1in FFY 2020, and 8 in FFY 2021.

Intensive Care Use and Days

A discharge was characterized as having any intensive care use if the discharge had any non-zero charge for
revenue codes associated with intensive care use. This includes stays in the Intensive Care Unit (ICU), Coronary
Care Unit (CCU), Neonatal Intensive Care Unit (NICU), Pediatric Intensive Care Unit (PICU), and other intensive care
use.

Revenue codes associated with intensive care use are as follows:

The number of days of care associated with intensive care was calculated by summing the units, or days of care,
associated with revenue codes corresponding to intensive care use. The number of units were summed across all
relevant intensive care codes. If the sum of units exceeded the length of stay, the total intensive care units was set to
the length of stay. One limitation to this analysis is that there may be potential over-counting of total units if a patient
utilized more than one type of intensive care and there was overlap of those types of care in a single day. Therefore,
the number of intensive care days may be an overestimate of the true number of days of care associated with
intensive care use. Lastly, the average LOS by intensive care use is calculated for the total LOS among discharges
associated with any intensive care use, not just the days spent in intensive care.

Discharges per 100,000 Persons

Discharge rates per 100,000 persons were calculated for each of the 15 regions in Massachusetts by dividing the
number of discharges for each Massachusetts region in 2019 by the total number of people, based on population
estimates from 2019 American Community Survey 5-Year Population Estimates, then multiplying by 100,000 people
[1]. The ACS 5-Year estimates are provided at the ZIP Code Tabulation Area (ZCTA), and then aggregated to the
Massachusetts region of residence.

Notes about the discharge per 100,000 measure used in the report:

B The calculated discharge rates for FFYFFY 2021 excluded 41,187 discharges (comprising 5.52% of total
inpatient discharges) with out-of-state, missing, or invalid address information. Because some of these
discharges may have been for patients who were Massachusetts residents, the calculated discharge rates
may slightly underestimate the true discharge rates.
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m The discharge rate reflects only discharges from Massachusetts acute care hospitals. It does not include
discharges for Massachusetts residents in out-of-state hospitals.

m The number of discharges were aggregated using the ZIP code provided on the discharge, whereas the
2019 5-Year ACS estimates were aggregated using the ZCTA. In most instances the ZCTA code is the
same as the ZIP Code for an area, but these may differ in rare instances, particularly in sparsely populated
areas. For FFY 2021, the ACS-5 Year estimates for 2020 were used to calculated. The Massachusetts
population overall grew from 2020 to 2021, but 2021 ACS 5-Year estimates were not available at the time of
the analysis.

m  Due to incomplete data in FFY 2021, Sturdy Memorial Hospital, which is a community HPPhospital located
in the Norwood/Attleboro region, was excluded from analyses in all years. This hospital made up
approximately 25% of all inpatient discharges in the Norwood/Attleboro region. Additionally, nearly 90% of
the inpatient discharges from this hospital were for patients with permanent addresses in the
Norwood/Attleboro region. Approximately 5% of the remaining inpatient discharges were for out-of-state
patients. The small number of remaining visits were from other various parts of Massachusetts. Thus, a very
small number of discharges are missing from the numerator of the calculation visit rate for other regions,
resulting in rates that slightly undercount the true visit rates.

Data Categorizations and Groupings
Sex

The number of discharges with Unknown or Missing Sex was 28 in FFY 2016, 22 in FFY 2017, 19 in FFY 2018, 29 in
FFY 2019, 16 in FFY 2020 and 27 in FFY 2021.

Race/Ethnicity

Patient race and ethnicity were classified using a hierarchical grouping based on information entered by the facility.
First, any patients of Hispanic/Latino/Spanish culture or origin regardless of race were classified as Hispanic of Any
Race. Next, patients with valid primary race variables and who had only one race indicated were classified as non-
Hispanic White, non-Hispanic Black, non-Hispanic Asian, non-Hispanic American Indian/Alaska Native, or non-
Hispanic Native Hawaiian/Other Pacific Islander. Patients classified as Other Race or who had more than one race
indicated were classified as non-Hispanic Other or Multiple Races. Due to small population sizes, non-Hispanic
American Indian/Alaska Native and non-Hispanic Native Hawaiian/Other Pacific Islander are reported together with
Other and Multiple Races in the Tableau workbook, but these groups are reported separately in the databook, except
in the COVID-19 section. Discharges that could not be classified into any of the above groups due to missing or
invalid race/ethnicity information are reported as Missing.

Payer Type

Payer type is the expected primary payer on the discharge as reported by the hospital. For this analysis, payer type
categories were derived from payer source codes. Payer information on the discharge was classified to one of five
payer type categories as follows:

m  Medicare: Fee-for-service Medicare or managed care Medicare
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Medicaid: MassHealth, including Medicaid managed care, or Commonwealth Care

Commercial: Blue Cross and Blue Cross Managed Care, Commercial Insurance and Commercial Managed
Care, HMO, PPO/Other managed care plans not elsewhere classified, point-of-service plans, exclusive
provider organizations, or other non-managed care plans

Other: Worker's Compensation, Other Government Payment, Auto Insurance, or Dental Plans

Self-Pay: Self-Pay, Free Care or Health Safety Net

The number of discharges with missing expected primary payer type was 31 in FFY 2016, 19 in FFY 2017, 6 in FFY
2018, 25in FFY 2019, 366 in FFY 2020 and 395 in FFY 2021.

Discharge Setting

For this analysis, discharge setting information reported by the facility was classified into one of seven mutually
exclusive categories:

Home: Home or self-care, rest home, or shelter

Skilled Nursing Facility (SNF): Skilled nursing facilities

Home with Home Health Agency Care (HHA): Home under care of organized home health service
organization or home under care of a home IV drug therapy provider

Hospice: Home hospice care or hospice medical facility

Rehabilitation: Intermediate care facility, inpatient rehabilitation facility, rehabilitation hospital or Medicare-
certified long-term care hospital

Expired: Died in hospital

Other: Critical access hospital, psychiatric hospital, federal healthcare facility, another short-term general
hospital for inpatient care, another type of institution not defined elsewhere, or other discharge setting

For the section on COVID-19 and discharge setting only, the Hospice category was combined with Other. The
number of discharges with missing discharge setting was 217 in FFY 2016, 22 in FFY 2017, 29 in FFY 2018, 55 in
FFY 2019, 16 in FFY 2020 and 22 in FFY 2021.

Clinical Classifications Software Refined (CCSR) for ICD-10-CM Diagnoses [1]

The CCSR for ICD-10-CM diagnoses was developed by Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality (AHRQ) and
aggregates over 70,000 ICD-10-CM diagnosis codes into over 530 clinically meaningful categories, organized across
21 body systems. For this analysis, visits are classified into mutually exclusive categories based on the default
inpatient CCSR category for the listed primary ICD-10-CM diagnosis code. Since some ICD-10-CM diagnosis codes
can map to multiple CCSR categories this report uses the recommended inpatient default CCSR category. This
report uses CCSR v. 2022.1. In the section Diagnoses and Procedures, estimates among the top 10 most common
CCSR categories are presented for all obstetric and age groups, and the top 25 categories are presented overall and
by obstetric and age groups in the databook.

Clinical Classifications Software (CCSR) for ICD-10-PCS Procedures [2]

The CCSR for ICD-10-PCS procedures was developed by AHRQ and aggregates over 80,000 ICD-10-PCS
procedure codes into over 320 clinically meaningful categories For this analysis, discharges are classified into mutual
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exclusive categories based on the listed principal ICD-10-PCS procedure code. Each ICD-10-PCS code maps only to
one CCSR category. This report uses CCSR v. 2022.1. In the section Diagnoses and Procedures, estimates among
the top 10 most common CCSR categories are presented for all obstetric and age groups, and the top 25 categories
are presented overall and by obstetric and age groups in the databook.

Age Group and Obstetric Status

Discharges were grouped into one of three mutually exclusive groups: obstetric discharge of any age, pediatric
(patient aged less than 18 years of age) discharge without an obstetric primary diagnosis, and adult (patient aged 18
years of age or older) discharge without an obstetric primary diagnosis. The number of discharges missing age data
was 8 in FFY 2016, 18 in FFY 2017, 16 in FFY 2018, 17 in FFY 2019, 8 in FFY 2020 and 22 in FFY 2021.
Discharges were classified into one of these groups based on age at the time of the admission and whether the
discharge was identified as an obstetric discharge using the Clinical Classifications Software Refined (CCSR) [1] for
the principal ICD-10-CM diagnosis. CCSR categories used to identify obstetric care were defined as follows:

Behavioral Health

For this analysis, discharges were categorized into clinical meaningful independent behavioral health categories
based on the listed primary and secondary diagnosis codes using the CCSR categories for ICD-10-CM diagnoses
defined by AHRQ [1]. A discharge may be associated with more than one behavioral health category because all
primary and secondary diagnoses on the discharge record were considered and because ICD-10-CM diagnoses may
be associated with more than one CCSR category. For this section of the report, only patients aged 2 and older were
included in the analysis.

Behavioral health conditions are classified as mental health or substance use based on the conditions and CCSR

categories below:

Additionally, ICD-10-CM diagnoses in CCSR categories MBD026 (Mental and substance use disorders in remission)
and MBD034 (Mental and substance use disorders; sequela) were manually associated with the diagnosis categories
listed above. See Appendix A for a complete list of behavioral health ICD-10-CM codes and their classifications.

Based on the behavioral health diagnosis categories, discharges were aggregated into larger categories representing
whether the primary and secondary diagnoses were associated with any behavioral health condition (that is, either a
mental health condition or substance use disorder). Discharges were also classified into mutually exclusive groups:
one or more mental health conditions associated with the discharge but no substance use disorder, one or more
substance use disorders associated with the discharge but no mental health condition, and co-occurring mental
health and substance use conditions.

COVID-19

A discharge was classified as being associated with COVID-19 if it had a primary or secondary ICD-10-CM diagnosis
indicating confirmed or suspected COVID-19 and a date of admission on or after April 1, 2020, or a primary or
secondary diagnosis of other (not SARS-associated) coronavirus and a date of admission on or before March 31,
2020. Starting January 1, 2021, additional ICD-10-CM codes were added related to COVID-19, including J12.82
(Pneumonia due to coronavirus disease 2019). Beginning with quarterly updates published October 2021, J12.82 has
been added as an additional diagnosis code to classify a discharge as being associated with COVID-19.

For the section focused on COVID-19, the proportions of discharges associated with and without COVID-19 are
presented by age group, obstetric and age group, sex, race and ethnicity, patient region of residence, expected
primary payer type, discharge setting, and intensive care use. Some data elements, including certain discharge
settings and expected primary payer types, had fewer than 11 discharges for some months. These were suppressed
for privacy reasons. A new diagnosis code for Post-COVID condition, often referred to colloquially as “Long COVID,”
was added as a code for clinical use to the ICD-10-CM library starting in FFY 2022 (October 1, 2021), after the data
period studied for this report. Thus, this report does not include Long COVID as a part of the COVID-19 definition.
